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PRIZE MONEY
All FIS Tour de Ski prize money, also for the daily Stages, will be paid out after the last Stage
of the Tour de Ski 2006/07 on Sunday, January 7" 2007. Overall and sprint ranking prize
money will only be paid out to those who finish the last Stage. Daily prize money will also be
paid out to those who may have later withdrawn from the race and it can be received by
someone other than the athlete him/herself. For receipt of overall and sprint ranking prize
money the regular FIS World Cup Rules apply.

Prize money exceeding Euro 5’000 per athlete for the entire Tour will be paid out using bank
transfer.
