e.on Ruhrgas FIS World Cup Ski Jumping

6" win in arow —Thomas Morgenstern, who else?

Thomas Morgenstern from Austria won his 6th world cup in the e.on Ruhrgas FIS World Cup Ski
Jumping competition in a row in Engelberg (SUI). It was the first time ever an athlete won the first six
competitions of one world cup Ski Jumping season in a row.

Morgenstern received 260.4 points for his two jumps up to 132,5 and 133 meters on the HS 137 hill in
Engelberg.

Andreas Kofler from Austria took the second place for jumps up to 134.5 and 128.5 meters (254,4
points).

Tom Hilde from Norway finished third today and made his third place on the podium this winter. (133.5
and 129.5 meter / 252.9 points).

Morgenstern now leads in the overall of the e.on Ruhrgas FIS World Cup Ski Jumping with the
maximum 600 of 600 possible points after six competitions.

Second in the overall is still Morgenstern’s team mate Gregor Schlierenzauer with 349 points,
Schlierenzauer finished 4" today.

Third is Janne Ahonen from Finland (259 points), fourth is Tom Hilde from Norway.
