2. ENTRIES 

 

13.1.2         Entry to FIS Freestyle Ski World Cup 
Competitors entered into FIS Freestyle Ski World Cups must have the minimum required FIS 

Freestyle Ski points in the respective valid FIS points list or an Alpine equivalent for SX only. 

The Organizer needs to check on this as soon as they receive the entries. 

  

In addition to complying with the rules for Entries (ICR 215), each entry shall include the following 

biographical information for the competitor:  place of residence, digital image, place of birth, age 

they started skiing and competition, languages, hobbies, personal competition equipment details 

and, where available, web and/or social networking site URLs. 

 

Requirements to participate in FIS Freestyle Ski World Cup events 

The minimum FIS point requirements per FIS Freestyle Ski World Cup event are:

The final number of your competition team (including competitors and officials) and the name of

3. ACCOMMODATIONS 

 

Form #3 – Accommodation Application 

Your application for accommodation must be submitted to the Organizers with a complete rooming 

list no later than December 2, 2011. Incomplete application forms are not accepted. Furthermore 

the Organizers must be informed, 5 days before the official arrival day about the names of the team 

members, eventual changes to the arrival date and the originally registered size of team. (Inc. 

officials and service personnel according to art. 5.4). If this is not done, the Organizers will invoice 

the costs incurred for cancelled accommodation. 

Accommodations at FIS rates are for the dates of the program only. Early arrivals and late 

departures are subject to availability and are not available at the FIS rates. The accommodation rates 

for early arrival and late departure are available upon request from Ruka Ski Resort.
