Team Invitation 

1. ENTRIES 

 

Entries will be accepted from National Ski Associations following FIS quotas and rules. 

Please submit the provisional team entries(including athletes and officials) by January 20, 2014. 

 

Confirmation of the final number of the competition team (including athletes and officials), the names of 

athletes, arrival and departure dates must be submitted to the organizing committee no later than 

February 21, 2014. 

 

Entries will only be accepted via the FIS on-line registration system. Please access the online 

registration system through the FIS Homepage http://www.fis-ski.com / Member Section". 

 

FIS has established nation Quotas for World Cup. National Ski Teams can only enter World Cup Ski 

Competitors according to the Quota limitations. 

 

 

2. REGISTRATION 

 

Team registration will be held on February 26 and 27 from 9:00 to 17:00 at the Racing Office which is 

located on the 2nd floor in the Hotel Listel Inawashiro Wing Tower. 

 

 

3. ACCOMMODATION 

 

Accommodations for athletes and officials are provided at the Hotel Listel Inawashiro. 

As per the FIS Rule on accommodations, each participant will pay the Organizing Committee the 

Japanese YEN equivalent of CHF50 (JPYen 5,409) per day. The FIS Rule on accommodations is not 

applied in any accommodations other than the Hotel Listel Inawashiro. 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Accommodations will be provided as follows: 

For the nights from February 26 to March 2, 2014 inclusive (5 nights) 

Double room and half board 

Early arrivals and late departures are subject to availability and are not subject to the FIS rate.  

Each team will be held responsible for any damage incurred during its stay. 

Extras must be paid by the teams or athletes themselves directly to the hotel. 

 

Freestyle Skiing WC Rule 4.4: One single room per country will be provided. An additional single room 

would be at the rate at CHF 100 (JPYen 10,818) per day. 

 

 

5.TRANSPORTATION  

 

The Organizing Committee charters the bus (World Cup Bus) for athletes and officials to move between 

Narita International Airport and Inawashiro. 

 

Fare: JP Yen 7,500 per person, one way 

Schedule:  

■From Narita Airport to Inawashiro:  depart at 13:00 (arrive at 18:00) , depart at 17:00 (arrive at 21:00) 

  on February 26, and February 27  

■From Inawashiro to Narita Airport:  depart at 00:00 (arrive at 05:00), depart at 05:00 (arrive at 10:00), 

depart at 10:00 (arrive at 15:00) on March 3 

 

Taking this inexpensive and convenient World Cup Bus is recommended. 

It is necessary for those who use this bus to apply for the Organizing Committee by February 16. Team 

or persons who apply late may not be able to use it. 

Buses run only at above times. When the time of the airplane does not suit this schedule, please use a 

public transportation by yourself. Please inform the Organizing Committee in that case. 

 

6. BIBS

7. ACCIDENT INSURANCE 

 

Each competitor must carry his/her own medical insurance.  The Organizing Committee, sponsors, 

suppliers, their agents, town of Inawashiro, FIS and Ski Association of Japan assume no responsibility 

for accidents, damage or loss of equipments, and second and third party claims during the event. 

 

8. LIABILITY 

 

All athletes, officials and other members of the National Association who attend or participate in the 

event shall do so at their own risk.  The Organizing Committee, town of Inawashiro, the Ski Association 

of Japan, sponsors and suppliers, their agents, employees and volunteers shall not be responsible for 

any loss or injuries incurred or suffered by any athlete, officials or other persons in conjunction with the 

organizing or staging of the event. 

All participants are urged not to be negligent in safeguarding their personal belongings at all times.  The 

aforementioned parties will take no responsibility for missing belongings. 

 

9. MEDICAL AND ANTI-DOPING 

 

Anti-doping control may be conducted for each event and gender. 

 

10. MONEY EXCHANGE 

 

It is recommended to exchange all money at the Narita Airport.  There are not money exchanges at
