2/ ARRIVAL

 between 02.00 and 07.00 pm and Tuesday, 6
th

 between 09.00 

am and 02.00 pm. Outside these hours, for all your different questions regarding the organization, 

please ask directly at the Club des Sports reception (Opening hours: 09.00 - 12.00 am & 02.00 - 06.00 

pm) inside the Maison de Val Thorens (in front of the Tourist Office) 

 

Each competitor and official will receive a wristband from the OC providing free access to the Sport 

Centre, the Public Bibs Draw & Cocktail and the catering (Official Village) on the QLF & Finals days. A 5-

day Val Thorens skipass will be also given to every competitor and official. 

This wristband must be worn all the time and showed if required. 
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3/ ACCOMMODATION 

 

Teams will be accommodated in several hotels or residences *** on half-board basis during 6 nights: 

from the Monday 5
th

 to the Sunday 11
th

 at FIS rate. 

Each team will pay the totality of the accommodation expenses at their arrival and a fully refundable 

breakage deposit will be required directly by the hotel or residence (major credit card only)

The final number of your competition team (including competitors and officials) and the names of 

participants must be submitted to the organizing committee no later than December 31
st

, 2014.

FIS has established nation Quotas for World Cups. National Ski Teams can only enter World Cup Ski

Competitors entered into FIS Freestyle Ski World Cups must have the minimum required FIS Freestyle 

Ski points in the respective valid FIS points list or an Alpine equivalent for Ski Cross only. 

The minimum FIS point requirements per FIS Freestyle Ski Cross World Cup event are : 

 

Standards / Requirements Ski Cross FIS Points 

Freestyle FIS Points 100 

The OC needs to check on this as soon as they receive the entries. 

 

5/ BIBS 

 

All competitors must wear their bibs during the official training, competition, flowers and awards 

ceremony after the race. 

 

6/ INSURANCE - LIABILITY 

 

Each competitor must have his/her own medical insurance. The Organizing Committee sponsors, 

suppliers, their agents, the FIS and the French National Ski Federation decline any responsibility for 

accidents, damaged or lost equipment during the event. 

 

All athletes, officials and members of the National Associations who attend and participate in the event 

shall do so at their own risk. The OC, sponsors and suppliers, their agents, employees and volunteers 

shall not be responsible for any losses or injuries incurred or suffered by any athlete, official or other 

person in conjunction with the organizing or staging of the event.
