2015 GB FIS Telemark World Cup  

Rauris, Austria 

Programme:  There will be two races, a Sprint (SP) on Friday 23 January and a Classic (CL) on Saturday 24 

January, each race will consist of a ladies’ and men’s race.  

Race Office:  The Race Office can be found in the building behind the Gemeinde, on Sportsrasse, A-5661 

Rauris. 

Accommodation:  Accommodation will be in Half-Board hotels in Rauris.  Teams will be allocated 

appropriate accommodation by the Organisation in conjunction with the Tourist Office.  Allocation will 

normally be notified by e-mail to the nominated Coach/Team Capt in advance of arrival. In certain cases 

allocation will be notified by the race office on arrival 

Feeding:  Breakfast and dinner will be provided in the hotels.  Lunch on race days is included in the price.   

Lift passes:  Lift passes for 23 and 24 Jan are included in the price.  Additional days can be provided by prior 

arrangement with the organiser. 

Registration:  Registration for the GB FIS Telemark World Cup should be made by e-mail to the organiser on 

telemark@pery.me.uk   NSA and Coaches should submit registrations as per the FIS Form through NSA’s by 

6 Jan 2015.

Training:  Training slopes will be available in Rauris on 21 and 22 January by arrangement with the 

organiser.  It is unlikely that dedicated training facilities will be available before that but teams that wish to 

arrive earlier should contact the organiser to assess opportunities. 

Finances:  Two basic packages are on offer. 

1. Arrival 22 Jan , departure 24 Jan, 2 days lift pass, full board and Race Entry – Euro 175 

2. Arrival 22 Jan, departure 25 Jan,  2 days lift pass, full board on race days and race entry – Euro 215 

Prices of other packages can be obtained from the organiser. 

Team Captain’s Meeting:  The initial Team Captains’ Meeting will occur in the race office at 1630 on 22 Jan 

2015.  

Opening Ceremony:  The Opening Ceremony will commence with a parade through town at 1800 on 22 Jan 

2014.  Athletes will need to be ready by 1745, details will be briefed at the Team Captains meeting.
