Accommodation

accommodation, including halfboard and has to be paid directly at the hotel. Accommodation at the FIS rate
will be provided for the period of December 11 — 14, 2016; 3 nights. One single room per country for a team
official will be provided. Each team will be held responsible for any damage incurred during the stay. Any kind
of extras must be paid by the teams or athletes themselves directly at the hotel.

“No Shows” will be charged to the National Associations directly at the Hotel.
