Please note that the appointment for welcome, information & accommodation will be at the “Salle
Polyculturelle” (= church) near the Place Caron on Monday, 3™ between 02.00 and 06.00 pm and
Tuesday, 4™ between 09.00 am and 12.00 am. Outside these hours, for all your different questions
regarding the organization, please ask directly at the Club des Sports reception (Opening hours: 09.00 -
12.00 am & 02.00 - 06.00 pm) inside the Maison de Val Thorens (in front of the Tourist Office)

Each competitor and official will receive a wristband from the OC providing free access to the Sport
Centre, the Public Heat Selection (Sport Centre) and the catering (Official Village) on the QLF & Finals
days. A 5-day Val Thorens skipass will be also given to every competitor and official.

This wristband must be worn all the time and showed if required.



3/ ACCOMMODATION

Teams will be accommodated in several hotels or residences *** and more, on half-board basis during
6 nights: from the Monday 3™ to the Sunday 9™ at FIS rate if needed.
Each team will pay the totality of the accommodation expenses at their arrival and a fully refundable
breakage deposit will be required directly by the hotel or residence (major credit card only). Each team
will be held responsible for any damage incurred during the stay. Any kind of extras like phone,
laundry, mini bar and pay-TV must be paid by the teams or athletes.

4/ ENTRIES

Entries will be accepted from National Ski Associations following FIS quotas and rules.

The final composition of your competition team (competitors, officials, and other staff) with your
arrival and departure dates (Names, FIS code for the participants and Gender) must be submitted to
the organizing committee no later than November 26", 2018.

For any changes notified after this deadline, the organizing committee may invoice the costs incurred
for cancelled accommodation to the National Ski Association concerned. Teams or persons who
register late have no right to reservation at the FIS rate.
