Maximum 4 competitors per nation per gender plus the competitors 
according to Art. 9.3.

TEAM PERSONNEL PER NATION (WSC Art. 9.4.3):

● up to 4 competitors: 3 coaches 2 physicians* 2 technicians/support staff

*Medical personnel includes physicians, physiotherapists, first aid people. 
The quotas include the national team officials (team captains, etc.). 
Each nation may register its President and Secretary General 
with the team entry for each of the disciplines.
