On March 18th & 19th, athletes will do their 
best to polish up their tricks and impress the judges on the Half Pipe and the SlopeStyle 
course at Winsport. Athletes will compete in the following age categories U13, U15, U18, 
and Open for both gender categories.

Its night riding allows 
young Athletes the ability to train after school in the only 22 foot pipe in Canada and one 
of the only night lit 22” pipes in North America. With excellent snowmaking abilities, 
Winsport is able to build quality jumps for the Slopestyle athletes and numerous courses 
for riders of all abilities.
