Dear teams and NSAs, Like you, we were looking forward to exciting competitions in Brotterode.
Unfortunately, construction work on our new ski jump will not be completed in time.

Therefore, we have to move the competitions to Oberhof as an exception.

This presents us with some challenges, which we hope to overcome successfully.

Our goal is to be jumping on the Inselbergschanze with the familiar atmosphere again in 2027.

Logistical information
The events are organized according to the ICR, FIS Continental Cup rules and FIS Inter Continental Cup rules.

Entries

The registration has to be done by the FIS Competition Online Entries System.
02nd January 2026: Deadline for the preliminary entries

05th February 2026: Deadline for entries by name

Accommodation and meal service

We would like to accommodate you in hotels near Brotterode and then drive to Oberhof (approx. 35 km) in the morning with your team
buses.

The reasons for this are, on the one hand, hotel prices and availability. The COC/ICOC takes place during the winter holidays, so hotels in
the Oberhof ski region will be fully booked or very expensive.

The second reason is that we would like to hold an opening ceremony on Friday evening and an award ceremony on Saturday evening at
the Inselbergschanze for the fans in Brotterode.

We apologize for this unique situation and ask for your understanding! Please leave the hotel bookings to us. Thank you very much!

Accomodation bookings are handled by the organizing commitee. Only reservations which have been received by the deadline for pre-
registration will be considered. The individual National Ski Associations are guaranteed accommodations only for the numbers of persons
who were entered prior to the deadline. Bookings cancelled after the final deadline (February 5th 2026) will incur a cancellation fee of up
to 100% of the total costs, to be paid by the responsible National Ski Association.

Please also note that all extras used at the hotel must be paid for by the teams themselves at their accommodation.
For accommodation of team members above the COC/ICOC quota, we have to charge EUR 100 (including taxes) per person and day.
This price includes the hotel plus additional costs such as providing the sports hall or catering at the ski jump.

Please leave the hotel rooms tidy and clean.
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Meals:

Friday 13th February 2026 (arrival day)

The dinner will be served at the booked hotel, please indicate the expected arrival time in the officials’ entries.
Saturday 14th February 2026

Lunch will be served at the venue, dinner at the booked hotel.

Sunday 15th February 2026

Lunch will be served at the venue.

Sports hall

From February 13th to 15th teams will have the opportunity to use the local sports hall in Brotterode. It is free of charge and must be
reserved in advance at the Organization Office. First come, first served. Keys to the facility must be collected at and returned to the
Organization Office.

Accreditation

Will be located in the Organization Office: Haus des Gastes, Bad Vilbeler Platz 4, 98596 Brotterode-Trusetal, Germany
The Team Captain will collect the accreditations for the entire team.

Transport

There will be a central bus shuttle between Brotterode and Frankfurt Airport (FRA).

On Friday February 13th 2026, the bus will depart from Frankfurt around 2 p.m.
On Sunday February 15th 2026, the bus will leave at around 4 p.m. and return to Frankfurt after the competition.

There will be costs around EUR 140 per person (The more people travel by this bus, the cheaper it becomes, as the costs are spread
among the passengers.) Interested nations can get more information on request.

Unfortunately, we have no transport options available on Monday.

Reimbursement

Travel-expenses for the event will be reimbursed exclusive by indicating of IBAN and BIC, by banktransfer.
Please send us the completed FIS reimbursement form in advance.

Prize money

The prize money will be paid according to the rules for FIS Ski Jumping Continental Cup & Inter Continental Cup. The prize money is
based on the IBAN and BIC only on the specified Bank account transferred and subject to withholding tax on foreign athletes. The
German athletes receive their prize money by bank transfer after presenting an invoice with tax number.

Waxing facilities

Special waxing tents are available in the team area. Please do not wax in the team tents.

Medical Service
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A race doctor and an ambulance will be present at the hill during each round. The nearest hospitals are located in Suhl (20 km),

Schmalkalden (23 km) and Friedrichroda (40 km).
